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Ozet

1996 yilinda Avrupa ile Avrupa Komiir Celik
Toplulugu (AKCT) Anlagmasi altinda serbest
ticaret taahhiidiine girilmesinden sonra Tiirk ¢elik
sektorii  slibvansiyon almadan faaliyetlerini
siirdiirmek durumunda kalmistir. Anlagsma’nin ilk
20 senesinde biiyiik Ol¢iide Avrupa’nin lehine
calistiktan sonra Ozellikle 2015 sonrasinda
Tiirkiye’nin lehine dondiigli andan itibaren
Avrupa’nm tavrt degismis, muhtelif adlar altinda
ilave dogrudan veya dolayli vergiler ile kotalar
ihdas ederek Anlasma’ya aykirn davranmaya
baglamig ve Tiirk celik sektoriiniin  Oniinii
kesmeye caligmistir. Biitin bunlar olurken
Tiirkiye’nin de Avrupa’ya karsilik vermek {izere
onlem almasi1 miitekabiliyet ilkesinin geregidir.
Aksi  halde Avrupa’nmin Tiirkiye’ye karst
gosterdigi bu haksiz tutumun degismedigi gibi
artarak devam etmesi de kag¢inmilmazdir. Bu
durumun ise iilkeye yiiksek doviz girdisi
saglayan ve nitelikli is giicii istthdam eden glizide

Summary

Following the free trade commitment made under
the European Coal and Steel Community (ECSC)
Agreement in 1996, the Turkish steel industry
had to continue its activities without receiving
any governmental subsidies. The Agreement was
largely in favor of Europe in the first 20 years of
execution. However, Europe’s attitudes towards
Turkish steel exporters has changed significantly,
especially after 2015 when the Agreement started
to be in favor of Turkey, it started to act against
the Agreement by establishing additional direct
or indirect taxes and quotas under various names,
and tried to block the Turkish steel industry.
Meanwhile, Turkey taking measures to respond
to Europe is the first and foremost requirement of
the principle of reciprocity. Otherwise, it is
inevitable that the Europe’s unfair and unlawful
attitude towards Turkey will not only change but
also continue to increase. It is obvious that this
situation will adversely affect  the
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bir sektoriin rekabet giiciinii ve ¢elik ihracatini
olumsuz etkileyecegi asikardir. Bu baglamda,
makalemizde AB tarafindan son donemde Tiirk
celik sektdriine uygulanan kisitlamalar hukuki
acidan degerlendirilmistir.

1. Giris

Celik sektorii Tiirkiye ekonomisi igin iiretim,
istthdam ve ihracat agisindan 6nemli bir konuma
sahiptir. Bununla beraber, 1996 yilinda Avrupa
Komiir ve Celik Toplulugu (“AKCT”) ile
imzalanan Serbest Ticaret Anlagsmasi hiikiimleri

geregi  devlet yardimlarindan ve yatirim
tesviklerinden yararlanamamaktadir. Hal
boyleyken, diinya genelindeki egilim

incelendiginde son donemde celik sektdriinde
iilkelerin kendi i¢ pazarlarin1 korumak amaciyla
aldiklan onlemleri sikilastirdiklan goriilmektedir.
Avrupa Birligi (“AB”) ve Amerika Birlesik
Devletleri (“ABD”) kendi aralarindaki koruma
tedbirlerini kaldirmaya yonelik adimlar atarken,
diger tilkelere uyguladiklar koruma politikalarin
siirdiirmektedir. AB’nin attig1 bu adimlardan biri
de 24 Haziran 2021 tarihinde g¢elik ihracati
onlinde  biylik  engel olusturan  kota
uygulamasinin ii¢ yil daha uzatilmasi yoniinde
aldig1 karardir. Bu kararin Tiirk celik sektoriiniin
onemli bir oyuncusu oldugu AB pazarinda
gerilemesine yol acacagi agikardir.

Bu baglamda, makalemizde Tiirkiye’nin diinya
ve AB c¢elik piyasasindaki yeri ve Onemi
belirlendikten sonra iilkemizin AB ile yapmig
oldugu anlagmalar cergevesinde AB’nin kendi
celik sektoriinii koruma adina 2019 yilinin subat
ayindan bu yana Tiirk celik {irlinlerine uyguladigi
ticaret politikas1 Onlemleri kapsaminda kota
uygulamasinin ve anti-damping
sorusturmalarinin hukuki durumu tartigilacaktir.

2. Tiirkiye’nin Diinya ve
Piyasasindaki Yeri ve Onemi

Tiirk celik sektorii her yil 180°den fazla iilkeye
ihracat yaparak kendisini diinya piyasasina
kanitlamis bir sektordiir.! Diinya Celik Birligi
rakamlarina gore Tiirkiye ham ¢elik iiretimini,

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competitiveness and steel exports of a
distinguished sector that provides high foreign
exchange inflow to the country and employs
qualified labor force. In this context, our article
aims to evaluate the EU’s recent restrictions on
Turkey’s steel industry from a legal point of
view.

1. Introduction

The steel industry has an important place in the
Turkish economy in terms of production,
employment and exports. However, due to the
provisions of the Free Trade Agreement signed
with the European Coal And Steel Community
(“ECSC”) in 1996, it cannot benefit from
governmental  subsidies and incentives.
Nevertheless, when the global trend is analyzed,
it is observed that countries have tightened their
measures to protect their domestic steel markets.
While the European Union (“EU”) and the
United States of America (“USA”) have been
taking significant steps to remove protection
measures on each other, they continue to apply
protection policies to other countries. One of
these steps taken by the EU is the decision taken
on June 24, 2021 to extend the quota application,
which constitutes a major obstacle to steel
exports, for three more years. It is obvious that
this decision will cause the Turkish steel industry
to regress in the EU market, where it is an
important player.

In this context, after determining the place and
importance of Turkey in both global and
European steel markets, our article will discuss
the legal aspects of the EU’s recent quota
applications and anti-dumping investigations,
which were performed within the scope of trade
policy measures applied by the EU to Turkish
steel products since February 2019 in order to
protect its own steel industry, in line with the
agreements between Turkey and the EU.

2. Turkey’s Place and Importance in Global
and European Steel Markets

Turkey’s steel industry has proven itself to the
world market by exporting to more than 180
countries every year. According to the figures of
the World Steel Association, Turkey ranks 8" in
the world crude steel production with a total

sektdriiniin, lilke gruplar baz alimdiginda en fazla
ihracat yaptigt bolge AB olarak karsimiza
cikmaktadir. Her ne kadar 2020 déneminden
2021 donemine kadar %20,5’lik bir disiis
yasanmis olsa da 2021 yilinda da 309 milyon 568
bin dolarla en fazla ihracat AB {iyesi {ilkelere
yapilmistir.?  Nitekim  Tiirkiye ~ Avrupa’da
Almanya’dan sonra en biiyiik ¢elik ireticisi
konumundadir.® Avrupa’da 2’nci, diinyada ise
8’inci biyiik ¢elik dreticisi konumunda bulunan
iilkemizin demir ¢elikten esya iirlinlerinde ihracat
fazlasinin bulunmasi dikkat cekmektedir.*

Diger taraftan AB’nin c¢elik sektoriindeki
konumu incelendiginde ise diinyada en fazla
celik ithalati1 yapan bdlge olmasinin yani1 sira ayni
zamanda en c¢ok celik ihracati yapan bdlgeler
arasinda yer aldigi goriilmektedir. Nitekim
AB’nin celik sektdrii, Almanya, Belgika ve Italya
gibi diinyanin biiyiik celik ihracatgilarina ev
sahipligi yapmaktadir.® Hatta Avrupa Celik
Birligi’nin rakamlarina gore Tiirkiye, AB’in nihai
iiriin baglaminda en ¢ok celik ihrag ettigi {ilkeler
arasinda ilk sirada yer almaktadir.®

Tiim bu veriler kiiresel c¢elik tretiminde ilk
siralarda yer alan Tiirkiye'nin ¢elik ithalat1 ve
ihracati baglaminda AB ile olan iliskilerinin
Onemini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu durumda
denilebilir ki, Tiirkiye, AB i¢in 6nemli bir ¢elik
tedarik kaynagi oldugu kadar AB’nin iirettigi
geligi ihra¢ ettigi onemli bir Pazar
konumundadir. Bu noktada c¢elik sektoriinde AB
ve Tiirkiye’nin  birbirine  karsilikli  olarak
“bagiml’” olduklar1 ve ihtiyag duyduklari, bu
nedenle sektdr icin politika {retim siirecinde
birlikte hareket etmeleri gerektigi sdylenebilir.

3. Tabi Olunan Anlagsmalar ve Mevzuat

“Tiurkiye Cumhuriyeti ve AKCT Arasinda
AKCT’yi Kuran Andlasmanin Yetki Alanina
Giren Uriinlerin Ticareti ile flgili Anlagma”
(Turkiye-AKCT STA) 25 Temmuz 1996
tarihinde imzalanmis ve 1 Agustos 1996 tarihinde
Resmi Gazete’de  yayimlanarak  ylrirlige
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amount of 3.2 million tons, increasing its crude
steel production by 42.4 percent compared to
May of last year. The EU ranks first among the
regions to which Turkey exports steel. Although
Turkey’s steel exports to the EU has decreased
by 20.5% from 2020 to 2021, its highest amount
of steel exports was made to EU member
countries with 309 million 568 thousand dollars
in 2021. In fact, Turkey is the largest steel
producer in Europe, following Germany. It is
noteworthy that our country, which is the 2™
largest steel producer in Europe and the 8" largest
in the world, has an export surplus in iron and
steel products.

On the other hand, the EU is among the regions
that both export and import highest amount of
steel products in the world. The EU’s steel
industry hosts the world’s major steel exporters
including Germany, Belgium, and Italy.
According to the figures of the European Steel
Association, Turkey ranks first among the
countries to which the EU exports the most steel
in terms of final products.

All these data reveal the importance of Turkey’s
relations with the EU regarding steel imports and
exports, which is at the top of global steel
production. In this case, it can be asserted that
Turkey is an important source of steel supply for
the EU, as well as an important market where
the EU exports steel produces. At this point, it
can be said that the EU and Turkey are mutually
dependent on each other in the steel industry, and
they need each other, therefore, should cooperate
in policy making process for their steel
industries.

3. Relevant Agreements between Turkey and
the EU

“Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and
ECSC on Trade in Products Covered by the
Treaty Establishing the ECSC” (Turkey- ECSC
FTA) was signed on July 25, 1996 and entered

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girmistir.” AKCT ile imzalanan Serbest Ticaret
Anlagmas: ile Tiirkiye ve AB arasinda komiir ve
celik Trlinlerine iliskin serbest ticaret alani
kurulmustur. Anlagma kapsaminda Tiirkiye ve
AB menseli komiir ve ¢elik {irlinlerinin taraflar
arasindaki ticaretinde uygulanmakta olan ithalat
veya ihracat glimriik vergileri karsilikli olarak
kaldirilmistir. Ayrica taraflar arasindaki ticarette,
s0z konusu Anlasma’nin yiiriirliige girmesinden
itibaren ithalat veya ihracat iizerine yeni higbir
giimriik vergisi konmayacagi hiikiim altina
alimmistir. Yine glimriik vergilerinin disindaki
vergi, resim ve harglar ile es etkili tiim tedbirlerin
de Anlasmanin yirirlige girmesinden itibaren
her iki tarafca kaldirilacagi ve tekrar yiiriirliige
konulmayacagi kararlagtirilmistir.

Daha 6nemlisi, s6z konusu Anlagma’da Tiirkiye
ve AB arasindaki ticarette mevcut miktar
kisitlamalarmin veya es etkili tedbirlerin yiiriirlik
tarihinden itibaren tamamen kaldirilacag,
Tirkiye ve AB’nin  bu tarihten itibaren
aralarindaki ticarete herhangi yeni bir miktar
kisitlamas1 veya es etkili tedbir getirmekten
kagiacaklari vurgulanmustir. Ustelik Anlagmanin
10’uncu  maddesi ile damping islemleri
yasaklanmistir.

4. AB’nin UyguladiZi Kotalar ve Anti-
Damping Sorusturmalari

Yukarida belirtildigi iizere AKCT ile imzalanan
Serbest Ticaret Anlagmasinin Tiirkiye iizerindeki
en Onemli sonuglarindan biri damping yasagi
olarak  karsimiza  ¢ikmaktadir.  Anlagsmada
ongoriilen bu yasak kapsaminda Avrupa Celik
Dernegi 31 Mart 2020°de Tiirkiye’nin bu yasagi

dikkate  almadigr  iddias1  ile = Avrupa
Komisyonuna sikayette bulunmustur.® Bu
sikayetin  akabinde  Avrupa  Komisyonu

Tiirkiye’den belirli sicak haddelenmis demir,
alagimli ve alagimsiz c¢elik iriinlerinin ithalatina
dair baz1 Tiirk ¢elik iireticileri hakkinda 14 Mayis
2020 tarihinde anti-damping sorusturmalart
baslatmistir.

Bunun iizerine ilgili kuruluglar tarafindan gerekli

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into force after being published in the Official
Gazette on August 1, 1996. With the Free Trade
Agreement signed between Turkey and the
ECSC, a free trade area was established for their
coal and steel products. Within the scope of this
Agreement, both import and export customs
duties applied for the trade of coal and steel
products originating from Turkey and the EU
were mutually abolished. In addition, it is
stipulated that no new customs duties would be
imposed on imports and exports as of the
effective date of the Agreement. It has also been
decided in the Agreement that taxes, duties and
charges other than customs duties and measures
having equivalent effect would be abolished by
both parties as of the entry into force of the
Agreement and would not be brought into force
again.

More importantly, it was emphasized in the
Agreement that the existing quantitative
restrictions or measures having equivalent effect
on trade between Turkey and the EU would be
completely abolished as of the effective date, and
that Turkey and the EU would refrain from
introducing any new quantitative restrictions or
measures having equivalent effect to the trade
between them as of this date. Moreover, with
Article 10 of the Agreement, dumping is
prohibited.

4. Quota Applications and Anti-Dumping
Investigations Conducted by the EU

As mentioned above, one of the most important
consequences of the Free Trade Agreement
signed with the ECSC on Turkey is the
prohibition of dumping. Within the scope of this
prohibition stipulated in the agreement, the
European Steel Association filed a complaint
with the European Commission on 31 March
2020, claiming that Turkey had ignored this
prohibition. Following this complaint, the
European Commission initiated anti-dumping
investigations on some of the Turkish steel
producers on May 14, 2020 regarding the imports
of certain hot rolled iron, alloy and non-alloy
steel products originating from Turkey.

On January 7, 2021, the European Commission

Bunun yani sira, s6z konusu gegici anti-damping
vergilerinden once de Tiirk ¢elik Tireticileri
AB’ye ihracatinda kota uygulamasi ile kars1 kars1
kalmigtir. Bu uygulamalar {izerine, yetkililer anti-
damping vergileri ile Tiirk c¢elik reticilerinin
daha zor duruma diisecegi konusunda defaten
kaygilarim1  dile getirmistir. Ancak Avrupa
Komisyonu bu yilin basinda, 2019 yilinin Subat
ayindan beri uyguladigi ¢elik ithalat koruma
Onlemlerinin  gdzden  gecirilmesi  siirecini
baglatmigtir.  Siire¢ sonunda, baslica ¢elik
ihracatcis1 llkelerin, agresif ve firsat¢i bir ticari
davranig modeliyle, yani Pazar varligimi artirmak
icin her tiirli marj1 kullanarak, AB’ye yapmig
olduklar1 satiglarn  AB’nin  g¢elik piyasasi
iizerinde ¢ok  yiiksek ithalat  baskisi
olusturdugundan bahisle, Avrupa Komisyonu 17
Haziran 2021 tarihinde AB’nin 26 c¢elik {iriin
kategorisini kapsayan c¢elik koruma Onlemlerini
iic yi1l daha uzatmistir. Komisyon ayrica kota
hacimlerini %3 oraninda artirmis ve kotalarin
asilmast  durumunda {riinlere %25  vergi
uygulanmasina, séz konusu uzatmadan iki yil
sonra, koruma Onlemlerinin 30 Haziran 2023
tarihinde  sonlandirilip  sonlandirilmayacagini
belirlemek igin bir inceleme yapilmasina karar
vermistir. Komisyon’un bu karart alirken
ABD’de siiregelen ticaret kisitlamalarnni dikkate
aldign  goriilmektedir.’® S6z konusu Onlemler
kapsaminda uygulanan kota ve tarife sistemi AB
celik tireticilerini potansiyel bir ithalat artisindan
korumay1 amacglamaktadir.

AB’ye c¢elik ihracati yapan baglica {ilkeler
arasinda Cin, Hindistan, Rusya, Giliney Kore,
Tiirkiye ve Ukrayna bulunmaktadir. Bununla
beraber AB ile ABD karsilikli olarak koruma
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has implemented temporary anti-dumping taxes
ranging from 4.8% to 7.6, despite the necessary
objections by the relevant institutions. In this
context, temporary anti-dumping taxes were
applied to Habas, one of the Turkish steel
exporters, at a rate of 4.8%, for Erdemir at a rate
of 5.4%, for Borcelik and Agir Haddecilik at a
rate of 5.9% and for Colakoglu Metalurji and
other companies at a rate of 7.6%. These
temporary anti-dumping taxes, which entered
into force in the next day of their publication in
the Official Gazette of the European Union, were
expected to be valid for a period of six months.

In addition, Turkish steel producers were faced a
guota application on their exports to the EU, even
before the temporary anti-dumping taxes. Upon
these practices, the authorities have repeatedly
expressed their concerns that Turkish steel
producers will be in a more difficult situation
with anti-dumping duties. However, at the
beginning of this year, the European Commission
initiated the process of reviewing the EU’s steel
import protection measures implemented since
February 2019. At the end of the process, on June
17, 2021, the European Commission extended the
EU's steel protection measures covering 26 steel
product categories for three more years, claiming
that the sales of major steel exporter countries to
the EU, using any margins to increase their
market presence, with an aggressive and
opportunistic trading behavior model, put too
high import pressure on the EU's steel market.
The Commission also increased quota volumes
by 3% and decided to impose a 25% tax on
products if quotas are exceeded, and to conduct a
review two years after the extension to determine
whether the protection measures would be
terminated on June 30, 2023. As seen, the
Commission have considered the ongoing trade
restrictions in the USA while making this
decision. The quota and tariff system
implemented within the scope of these measures
aims to protect EU steel producers from a
potential increase in imports.

The main countries exporting steel to the EU
include China, India, Russia, South Korea,
Turkey, and Ukraine. However, the EU and the
USA are discussing mutually removing the

5. Sonu¢: Miitekabiliyet Gerekliligi ve
AB’nin Uluslararasi Anlagsmalara Uymaya
Davet Edilmesi

T.C. Kalkinma Bakanligi'nin On Birinci
Kalkinma Plani’nda Tiirkiye nin celik
sektoriindeki hedeflerine ulagsmasi i¢in rakipleri
ile esit kosullarda rekabet edebilmesinin miimkiin
kilinmasmin gerekliligine vurgu yapilmigtir.
Ancak son donemde o6zellikle yogun koruma
tedbirleri uygulayan AB iilkelerine yonelik ¢elik
ihracatimizdaki gerileme dikkat cekmektedir.
Nitekim AB’nin s6z konusu uygulamalar
nedeniyle Avrupa’ya olan ¢elik ihracatimizda son
10 y1l iginde siirekli bir azalma s6z konusudur.
Hatta AB iilkelerine yonelik ihracatimiz son iki
yilda kiimiilatif olarak %34 oraninda, 2021
yilimm ilk 2 aymnda ise %20,2 oraninda
gerilemistir. 2015-2018 yillar1 arasinda 2.5M Ton
mertebesinden 8.5 M ton mertebesine ulagan
celik ihracatimiz yaptinimlar, sorusturmalar ve
dolayli vergiler nedeniyle 5 M Ton mertebesine
gerilemis olup daha da geriye gitme ihtimali
mevcuttur. Sektdr temsilcilerinin belirttigi iizere

Tirkiye bu  uygulamalara  karst  sessiz
kalmaktadir.'*
S6z konusu kota ve anti-damping

uygulamalarinin Tiirk ¢elik sektoriine bir tehdit
olusturdugu asikardir.’® Bu sebeple 6zellikle
AB’nin ilkemizin c¢elik ihracati oniinde biiyiik
engel olusturan ve tarafi oldugumuz anlasmalara
mubhalif sekilde tek tarafli alinan ve uzatilan kota

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protection measures on each other. The EU's

removal of protection measures with third
countries also poses a threat to the Turkish
economy. As a matter of fact, the free trade
agreements the EU signs with third countries do
not include Turkey. In addition, the fact that state
aids are not prohibited in third countries as a
result of these agreements to which the EU is a
party constitutes a significant problem for
Turkish steel exporters.

5. Conclusion: Reciprocity Requirement and
Inviting the EU to comply with
International Agreements

The necessity of enabling Turkey to compete on
equal terms with its competitors so that it can
reach its goals in the steel industry has been
emphasized in the Eleventh Development Plan of
the Ministry of Development of the Republic of
Turkey. However, it draws attention that there
has been a recent decline in Turkey’s steel
exports to EU countries, which have
implemented intense protection measures. As a
matter of fact, there has been a continuous
decrease in our steel exports to Europe in the last
10 years due to the aforementioned practices of
the EU. In fact, Turkey’s steel exports to EU
countries have decreased by 34% cumulatively in
the last two years and by 20.2% in the first 2
months of 2021. The Turkish steel exports, which
have reached to 8.5 M Tons from 2.5 M Tons
between 2015 and 2018, have decreased to 5 M
Tons due to the EU’s sanctions, investigations
and indirect taxes, and there is a possibility of
going back even further. As emphasized by the
sector representatives, Turkey remains silent
against these practices.

It is obvious that the quota and anti-dumping
practices in question pose a threat to Turkey’s
steel industry. For this reason, it is crucial that
the EU’s unilateral and extended quota
applications and anti-dumping investigations,
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uygulamalar1 ve anti-damping sorusturmalari,
hukuki olmadigi gibi serbest ve adil ticareti
baltalayici nitelikte olup kaldirilmasi 6nem arz
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which constitute a major obstacle to our steel
exports and are contrary to the agreements we are
party to, are not legal since they are undermining
